Clarkson Common Experience Committee

Purpose.  The CCE Committee is appointed to oversee the Clarkson Common Experience.  The CCE Committee is responsible for developing guidelines for courses and other experiences meeting requirements of CCE; for reviewing and approving courses proposed to meet various CCE requirements; for developing and recommending procedures that facilitate the success of CCE; for coordinating review of the CCE; and for advising the Provost on needed changes to CCE requirements.  The CCE Committee is also responsible for making recommendations to the Provost concerning faculty development, student support, and other related activities.

Membership.  The CCE Committee will include six faculty representatives (two from each School) identified by the Faculty Senate and the Provost (or designee).  Commonly, the Provost will designate a senior academic administrator to serve on the CCE Committee.  The Registrar and the Institutional Assessment officer will serve as non-voting, ex-officio members of the CCE Committee.  Faculty members identified by the Senate must be drawn from the full-time faculty, including tenured or tenure-track faculty and instructors.  Members will be appointed to three-year terms such that one-third of the membership of the Committee is replaced annually.  Initially, appointment terms will need to be staggered (1-3 years) to begin the rotation of committee assignments.
Role.  The work of the CCE Committee will generally consist of reviewing course proposals to assure that the requirements of the CCE are met.  Additionally, the Committee is responsible for informing departments and faculty about policies and guidelines for CCE and for determining that departmental requirements specified by the CCE are being addressed.    While the role of the CCE Committee is focused on helping faculty and departments to meet the requirements of the CCE, appeals of decisions concerning course proposals and other departmental proposals related to CCE requirements may be made to the Provost.
Reporting.  The CCE Committee reports to the Provost.  At least once each year, the Committee will report to the Faculty Senate and the Provost on progress and issues related to CCE. 

The CCE Committee is expected to be appointed immediately after approval of revised graduation requirements as outlined in the CCE.
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
